WUCWO NEWS  
The Catholic Women’s League of Canada is a member nation of the World Union of Catholic 
Women’s Organizations and our immediate Past National President, Agnes Bedard was elected the 
North American Vice President of this organization at the WUCWO Assembly in Arlington Virginia in 
June 2006. In November 2006, WUCWO held their first Board meeting as the new Board in Rome. In 
spite of the fact that Agnes’ sister was very ill she attended this conference and returned home in time 
to be with her sister when she died. Please pray for Agnes. 
 
The President General of this new WUCWO board is Karen Hurley from the United States. She writes 
an eloquent account of her meeting with the Holy Father, Pope Benedict XVI. I quote from her writing: 
“The Holy Father joyously greeted this President General with great esteem and recognition of women 
in countries all over the world who do very important work for the Church. He urged us to continue to 
work as women of faith. My fondest wish is that each of you could have seen Pope Benedict’s eyes 
light up and his smile broaden with great delight in greeting your President. I thanked our Holy Father 
for being a sign of God’s love, joy and peace as I pledged our prayerful support and fidelity.” 
Karen Hurley continues: “In addition to our Papal audience, our very full visitation schedule included 
meetings at the Secretariat of State; Congregations for the Divine Worship and Discipline of the 
Sacraments and Evangelization of Peoples; The Pontifical Councils for the Laity, Culture, Family, 
Health and Pastoral Care and Social Communications.” 
 
 The President General was invited to participate in an international conference on the social doctrine 
of the church sponsored by the Pontifical Council for Justice and Peace and the Congregation for 
Catholic education. WUCWO’s voice was heard and your desire for increased collaboration was 
appreciated. 
 
How affirming is this for us as a member organization of WUCWO? You can’t get much closer to 
Vatican organizations to air our opinions on matters that are pertinent to their work. We are represented 
and our opinions are appreciated according to Karen, President General of WUCWO. 
 
I continue to quote from Karen’s report: 
“Before his election as Pope, then Cardinal Ratzinger wrote a Letter to the Bishops of the Catholic 
Church on the collaboration of men and women in the Church and in the world: 
…  Among the fundamental values linked to women’s actual lives is what has been called a “capacity 
for the other.” 
Although a certain type of feminist rhetoric makes demands “for ourselves,” women preserve the deep 
intuition of the goodness in their lives of those actions, which elicit life, and contribute to the growth 
and protection of the other…. It is women, in the end, who even in very desperate situations, as attested 
by history, past and present possess a singular capacity to persevere in adversity, to keep life going 
even in extreme situations, to hold tenaciously to the future and finally to remember with tears the 
value of every human life.” 
 
What a testimony to womanhood and what a remarkable declaration for us as members of the CWL 
and WUCWO to live up to and work toward. Please find out more about WUCWO. Their website is 
great and I know that Agnes will be giving us a lot more information as time goes on.

TRAFFICKING OF WOMEN & CHILDREN   
 Sister Pierette Boisse, CND presented a workshop at our Lady of Perpetual Help on July 3, 
2006, Sponsored by O.L.P.H. Catholic Women’s League.  It was the hottest day of the summer, as well 
as for some, it was a statutory holiday.  We were very pleased to have Bishop David Monroe, and Fr. 
Derrick Cameron along with 40 other men, women and teenagers turn out.  There was representation 
from all 4 Kamloops parishes. 
 In today’s society trafficking is referred to as a form of modern day slavery.  Women & 
children are the main targets, although young boys are also targeted.  The majority of these come from 
low income, rural as well as suburban slums, ethnic minority, indigenous people, refugees, illegal 
immigrants, people with little education, girls running away from home, and people with no knowledge 
of their legal rights. 
 
Fact: the following are direct quotes from Sister Pierette’s presentation: “Canada ‘imports’ 2% of the 
people coming from the Philippines: 97% of the homemakers in Canada come from the Philippines.  
55% of the active population is thus ‘exported’. 
Trafficking of Women & Children is the most lucrative industry after drugs and arms. 
 
Who is involved: Corrupt officials, local recruiters, travel agencies pimps, family members, bar 
owners, organized crime etc. 
What can we do? Pray, become aware of what is going on in our community, lobby the government 
officials, sign petitions, send letters, & act on the Catholic Women’s League Resolutions.  
 
Prevention: We need to address the causes of poverty, the women’s rights (G8. 0.7%, International 
Forum), cancellation of debt & the Catholic Women’s League work at all levels).  We need to work 
against pornography, offensive publicity, and start small projects for people in poor countries e.g. 
Water project in Kumbo and get involved in the National Campaign against poverty. 
 
For the trafficked women: we need hotlines, help lines, shelters, support, outreach, walking the 
streets at night and transition houses.  
 
Think in terms of your reality ---Go with your strength—Go from what you are doing and go further.  
Get ideas from others such as through - stop trafficking publications.” End of quote. 
 
Quote: “We will not stop trafficking unless we educate our children, our youth and the men.” 
……Eugenia Bonetti” end of quote. 
 
 Quote from Glenn Bohn, Vancouver Sun dated Mar. 3, 2006: “Seven people smuggled into 
Canada by human traffickers have been helped by a new ‘care and protection” program in B.C., the 
first such program in the country. 
 We’re hoping to lead the way nationally on this,” said Cpl. Norm Maissie, the RCMP's human 
trafficking awareness coordinator in B.C. and the officer in charge of developing the initiative.  
 The RCMP are working on the pilot program with the B.C. Public Safety Ministry. 
Maissie’s comments came the same day a report was released giving Canada and the United Kingdom 
the worst grades of eight Western nations in how they treat human trafficking victims.”  End of quote. 
 We had the privilege of viewing a DVD entitled, “Fields of Mudan” (an MFA Thesis Film) and 
also listen to a CD written and composed by Liam Titcomb about his sister Lena, (a trafficked victim). 



  

 In closing I would like to share this prayer we can all say as a start to helping rid our society of 
Trafficked people: 
 

 PRAYER FOR AN END TO TRAFFICKING 
O God, our words cannot express what our minds can barely comprehend and our hearts feel 

When we hear of women and girls deceived and transported to unknown places 
For purposes of sexual exploitation and abuse because of human greed and profit 

At this time in our world. 
 

Our hearts are saddened and our spirits angry that their dignity and rights are being 
Transgressed through threats, deception and force. 

We cry out against the degrading practice of trafficking and pray for it to end. 
 

Strengthen the fragile-spirited and broken-hearted. 
Make real your promises to fill these our sisters with a love that is tender and good 

And send the exploiters away empty-handed. 
 

Give us the wisdom and courage to stand in solidarity with them, 
That together we will find ways to the freedom that is Your gift 

To all of us.

Only a year ago March, 2006 there was the exciting announcement coming from National Office 
Community Life Chairperson in the form of a communiqué to Canadian CWL's regarding Grannies 
Helping Grannies Outreach Project.   In October we heard that National was backing away from 
supporting this cause.  I wanted to tell you more but I am patiently waiting to hear from Dr. Rayleen 
DeLuca, National Chairperson of Community Life regarding Grannies helping Grannies under the 
project name, "Go Go Grannies", and how we can support them without going through the Stephen 
Lewis Foundation.  The Stephen Lewis Foundation does much good work, but is openly critical of the 
Catholic Church’s position of not approving the use of condoms to combat HIV/Aids in Africa. 
  
There are so many councils that are working their hearts out helping the Grannies and we do want to 
support them but through the proper channels approved by our Church. We also have to be careful 
when being approached by other fundraisers such as the United Way, UNICEF and Amnesty 
International -   these are agencies that do good but also promote or provide funds to programs that are 
not in line with the Church’s teachings. As Catholics we must monitor our donations and we should 
speak out and say that we don't support some of the causes that are funded.   
 
We know that sending funds through CCDOP and other recognized charities would be of a greater 
benefit with lower administration costs.  Remember to give 1% of the value of your personal luxury 
purchases to the 1% program for Development and Peace.  Consider also Covenant House 
(www.covenanthousebc.org) or Craig Kielburger’s Free the Children (http://www.freethechildren.com)  
Check them out.  Remember also that we can donate through our National CWL office to Matercare, 
COADY, and our own Missions In Canada. 
 
Try to reduce the size of your footprint on the world by being careful with our resources, reduce, re-
use, recycle, rejuvenate, re-invent, refresh, refuse excess packaging.  How many more can we think of? 
  
Does anyone reading this know where the videos on Trafficking of Women and Children are hiding 
out?   Each Diocese had copies and I do not know where any are.  There are councils that wish to view 
the videos.  I hope they're not hiding under some ones bed.  That seemed to be a good place for people 
to put things in the past.

CWL Funeral Receptions and CWL Membership 
 
On Ash Wednesday I attended my Aunt Edith's funeral at St. Peter's Church in Nanaimo.  St. Peter's 
CWL council prepared the reception that followed.  The food was the usual array of sandwiches, 
pickles, veggies & dip, baked good and beverages.  The women unobtrusively top up the refreshments, 
offered words of sympathy, kindness and caring.  I know from reading annual and convention reports 
that funeral receptions are provided by many councils.  The council I belong to, St. Paul's in Richmond 
provides this service.    
 
In 1977 I attended a funeral for an Uncle at Church of the Assumption in Powell River.  The funeral 
reception that followed was held at the family home and provided by their CWL council to which my 
Aunt Ida belongs.  At that time I was not a member of the CWL but was very impressed by the love 
and concern that the CWL women offered to my aunt and her young boys.  I remember saying to one 
of my cousins that when I die I hope that there will be a CWL council to do my funeral reception. In 
1985 I attended another funeral at the same church for another member of this family.   The same CWL 
council prepared the funeral reception that was again held in my Aunt's home.  This time I realized that 
the food prepared and served by the CWL for the funeral reception was only a part of what membership 
in the League offered.  These women once again showed my Aunt who was dealing with the sudden 
death of her son their sympathy, love and concern through their prayers and support.  
 
I became a CWL member in 1994 and sometimes jokingly say that I joined CWL to have someone pray 
for me when I die.  Since joining, I have worked at funeral receptions making sandwiches, cutting up 
and arranging baked goods, topping up the tables and of course helping with the clean up. I have 
attended funerals for my CWL sisters and been part of the honour guard.   I always feel a sense of 
peace, love and joy as I pray for the repose of the soul of my League sister even in the sadness of their 
passing. 
 
I value my membership in the League for a variety of reasons; faith sharing, friendship, leadership 
development, support, affirmation and for the hope that when I die prayers offered for my soul by my 
League sisters will help me get into heaven.

Relatives 
of the family also live here, some of them for 16 years. The relatives’ applications for permanent 
residence were approved without question (to the best of my knowledge). Most of the media showed 
interest in the story. 
 As a result of our association with the Oliver council and the case of the M……. family, 
refugees from El-Salvador facing deportation, we were able, through our e-mail contact with all levels 
of the League, to request your assistance to pray for them and petition government to change their 
minds and extend the Nov. 30th deadline set for their departure. Many of you responded with prayer 
and by writing letters, sending e-mails, making phone calls, even taking part in picketing Government 
Official’s offices. I am pleased to report that because of the enormous amount of support received from 
so many, the Government did change their minds. The M……..’s date of departure was removed; they 
were granted a temporary working permit for one year, and a promise  
that the Government will continue process of their application for 
permanent residence. They were assured that they would not be sent back  
to El-Salvador to live.

Anne L………., of Sacred Heart Catholic Women's League Council of Prince George, B.C., is now 
part of the "Over 90" club. 
 
Anne was born in Toronto Ontario on October 11, 1916, seventh child in a family of eight. She was 
baptized in Saint Paul's Church on Power Street and named Anne Helen Bernadette. Her family had no 
amenities at that time -- cold water tap, outside plumbing, coal oil lamps and a wood stove. She 
attended eight years of Catholic junior school and four years of Catholic high school. 
 
She met her husband to be, Bob L……., an air force mechanic, in 1943. They were married in 1945. In 
1946 they moved to Prince George, BC with their seven month old daughter and became members of 
Sacred Heart Church. 
 
She joined the C.W.L. as a result of a home visit by members of the parish League that visited the 
Catholic women that were newcomers to the parish. 
 
Anne, in spite of having a busy time raising her seven children, got busy with League involvement. She 
served in all executive positions at the parish level at one time or another.  She then went on to serve as 
treasurer at the diocesan level. At that time the provincial president lived in Prince George and was a 
member of Anne's parish. Anne, who had secretarial skills, became the Corresponding Secretary for the 
BC & Yukon Provincial Convention held in Whitehorse in 1968. Anne then went on to become the 
Diocesan Historian for ten years, keeping up the albums, written history and the archived files. 
 
Along with these executive duties, Anne was always busy at the parish level as well with C.W.L. 
involvements. Anne ran the Religious Goods sales after Sunday Mass for six years and helped at 
Funeral Lunches for eight years. She also helped with the monthly three day Rummage Sales for 
twenty years in the sixties and seventies. 
 
Over the years Anne attended many Diocesan and Provincial Conventions and worked on election 
proceedings at both levels as well. 
 
Anne could always be counted on as a source for League protocol and helped Sacred Heart Council 
continue as an organized and active council to this day. 
 
Anne still attends monthly meetings, but because of failing health, she only volunteers for phoning 
committee--keeping members informed about upcoming events in the council. 
 
She says she has enjoyed working with League members over the years and has made many lasting 
friendships.

Margaret (Peggy) ………….. was born October 27, 1916 in Newcastle England. In 1929 Peggy, age 
12, along with her 4 sisters and 5 brothers sailed for Canada and settled in a farm at Clandonald, 
Alberta. Today Peggy has one sister living in Wabaum, Alberta. 
 On October 28, 1939 Peggy married Jim M……...  Out of this union they had three girls - 
Edith, Patsy and Catherine and a son Johnny all living in Prince George.  The children blessed her with 
13 grandchildren and 20 great grandchildren -  4 boys and 16 girls.  Jim, Peggy and family moved to 
Prince George in 1965 from Remask and where Jim worked at Reeves MacDonald mine. 

First I remember of Peggy was 1967 - likely at CWL. She was in a body cast with a broken 
back from a car accident in Clandonald. 

May 3, 1972 Jim passed away. They were living on Freeman Street.  Peggy lived in several 
places - Mary K…….'s duplex, the Four plex at St. Mary’s, Douglas Street with daughter Catherine. 
Her final move was to Alward Place where she now resides. 

Peggy had many misfortunes in her 90 years -  hip replacement in 1989 at age 73, shoulder in 
December 1994, fell at Overwaitea broke her wrist. In 2000 had a breast removed. (You are a tough 
one Peggy!). 

At age 80 in 1996, she took a trip to Hawaii with her grandson Steven. I remember her coming 
back complaining about how expensive it was, and the weather was too hot.
